Setting conditions or branching logic
Example: If you have a Yes response in question 1 to take respondents to question 5 while a No response takes them to question 2, you can set a condition on question 5 for this “branching logic”.  It is explained the LimeSurvey manual:

First go question 5 and click the “set conditions for this question” icon[image: image1.png]



 From the Previous Questions Group (Default Scenario) select Question 1. Select the “Predefined” Yes answer. Make the “Comparison Operator” is “equal”.  Click the button “Add Condition”  
The No answer will then naturally progress to question 2.
